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Enterprise Sponsorship Program
 
Concept:

Susila Dharma International Association (SDIA) has developed a way of involving entrepreneurs, who have an interest in linking their entrepreneurship with their sense of social responsibility, and Susila Dharma – an international social and humanitarian network of projects and their supporters. This is an invitation to you as a business person to work with SDIA to express your commitment to contributing to human and sustainable development. 

This initiative began as the % for Development campaign, with the idea that enterprises commit to contributing a specific percent of their gross revenue to SDIA to be used to support global development projects and initiatives. Increasingly, consumers want to know that the products they buy and companies whose services they use not only focus on profit, but are consciously taking a pro-active role in supporting actions that improve social, economic and environmental conditions in the world. We are now calling this initiative the “Enterprise Sponsorship Program” (ESP). Showing that your company commits a fixed percentage or amount of its revenue to making the world a better place is a great way to show clients and consumers that you are an ‘enterprise with a human face’. Adopting a corporate social responsibility policy for your business is also effective in motivating and keeping talented and committed staff.

Your contribution will be managed and administered by SDIA and be allocated to where it is most needed. SDIA will also verify for consumers who inquire the commitment of your business to human and sustainable development.

Implementation

SDIA will work with each entrepreneur individually and provide the following:

1. ESP Logo 

A well designed logo and accompanying slogan (for example Building with Humanity, Working with Humanity, Designing with Humanity, Enterprise with a Human Face, etc.) is  available for the enterprise partner to use as they feel is appropriate for their business - on a product, letterhead, website, etc. This logo can include the % that the company commits to SDIA. 

2.  Picture or Plaque

SDIA will provide a promotional piece about this program suitable for public distribution that can be printed or sent out by email. Something to hang in your office or lobby that states your commitment to supporting social, economic and environmental projects around the world.
3. Website 

On SDIA’s website, there will be a page designed specifically for this program that can be linked to the partners’ website. This page will contain information about how the program works and what initiatives the enterprise partners support.  It would be updated regularly and enhance the public image of your business. It would also list the enterprises that have partnered with SDIA.

4. A Press Release 

On request SDIA will provide a press release when the partner signs onto the program that the partner can use with local media, on their website or as they wish.

5. Contract

SDIA will prepare a generic contract agreement describing Enterprise Sponsorship Program and negotiate the details with each partner according to their needs and wishes. You will specify the amount of your commitment, so that we can act as a reference for interested consumers. 6. Accountability
SDIA will report annually to each enterprise partner and the general public through our Annual Report and our website. SDIA will verify that the enterprise is making the contribution it claims provided SDIA receives an annual financial statement from the business. We will provide details of the total contributions from the Enterprise Sponsorship Program and provide an opportunity to review and renew the contract with entrepreneurs. 

7. Working through your SD National

If, for tax purposes, there is a benefit for your enterprise to support a nationally registered charity, such as your SD National organisation, SDIA will be pleased to partner with the SD National on terms decided with them.
