Friends, 

On 30 September 2009, a strong earthquake struck just off the southern coast of Sumatra. The effects were devastating: over 1000 people are confirmed dead and more than 200,000 homes were severely or moderately damaged. 
SD Indonesia has responded quickly to the recent earthquake, having been briefed by the United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (UN OCHA) on the scope of the earthquake’s effects and the districts most in need. SD Indonesia has been regularly attending UN OCHA update meetings with a number of major international and national NGOs.

SD Indonesia Chairperson Ariana Susanti travelled to Padang with Ary Sutedja (JakArt) and Nandang Noor (Saudara Sejiwa Foundation, member of SD Indonesia) from 11 -14 Oct 2009 to survey affected regions and consult with field officers and contacts to assess damage and consider potential locations for relief projects. 

In consultation with local government representatives and international NGO coordinating bodies, SD Indonesia has identified 3 locations in which it will construct water towers in collaboration with Australian-based Skyjuice Foundation. 

SD Indonesia has established a team in Padang to assist with this project.
Within this report you’ll also find an update on SD Indonesia’s activites in West Java, following the devastating earthquake in Tasikmalaya in September 09. We’ve also included details on funding and some of our plans moving forward.

SD INDONESIA capacity building programs update and plans
SD INDONESIA - Padang Project - Phase 1:

Survey and assessment of devastated regions in Padang and surrounding areas

Upon arrival into Padang, SD Indonesia representatives met local teams and assistants and surveyed some of the most severely affected areas, including Padang city, Berangin and Pariaman. 
SD Indonesia representatives and local teams held a number of consultation meetings in locations most affected: 
· with volunteers at Sanggar Budaya to discuss the implementation of the trauma release program conducted by Tim Kika Web;

· with the coordinator of Sungai Limau relief base-camp (Syahrial) and Abuzar (from the Indonesian Farmers Association) to discuss the potential location of a water sanitation unit at Sungai Limau
· with the Provincial Emergency Response Team (Satkorlak) at the Governor’s Office; 
· with a local relief response team (Caboa Team) at the Flamboyan base-camp;

· with Yusrizal and head of Kampung Apar village.
Overview on Earthquake Site Condition 

· Padang: some houses and buildings are totally ruined and destroyed while others are slightly damaged. The first and second floor of some multi-storey buildings have disappeared underground or been completely flattened.  Many casualties remain buried under the rubble.
· Pariaman city: slightly affected, particularly those areas situated on the border with Padang Pariaman Regency. The roads leading to coastal areas are cracked, and much of the ground has collapsed. 
· Padang Pariaman Regency and Agam Regency:  these two regencies suffered the most damage as they are situated on the tremor belt. There is much cracked earth, collapsed hills, severely damaged homes and buildings. 

SD Indonesia distributed emergency relief in a number of areas:
Tents, shelter material, blankets, sleeping mats, sarongs, generic medicine, food items including milk and baby food were distributed to the following areas: Padang City, the sub-district of Sungai Limau Tiku and the Sungai Limau hinterland, Sungai Geringging, Berangin, Pariaman Municipal, Padang Pariaman, Agam Regency.
Other activities/observations:

SD Indonesia also coordinated trauma release exercise sessions in a number of locations, including a local school (Sekolah Alam) and also in the remote villages of the sub-district of Padang Pariaman.

Shelter for displaced residents:
In consultations with local residents, SD Indonesia discovered most of those living in the hinterland areas prefer to stay in front of their ruined homes in tents or tarpaulins, instead of leaving to stay in a public shelter. This is due to the concern that if they leave they may lose their property; also residents want to be near their homes to meet visiting family members. 

Health conditions:
SD Indonesia provided generic medicine in the first phase and will bring additional supplies in the second phase. SD Indonesia also cooperated with mobile clinics run by KERT (Kaboa Emergency Response Team).

General observations from the SD INDONESIA team:

While distributing relief, SD Indonesia representatives noted the extreme stress of earthquake victims as manifested in their aggressive and hysterical behavior. Many residents along the road to Agam and Padang Pariaman were desperate for relief, often attempting to stop relief vehicles as they moved along the road. 
There was also some conflict among volunteers at the base camp as to who was best equipped to implement relief activities. Transportation continues to be a major issue in the distribution of relief, as many victims are still isolated due to severely damaged roads.

SD Indonesia – Padang Project - Phase 2:
Implementation of WASH facilities in 3 locations
Many of the earthquake victims visited by SD Indonesia, particularly those in Pariaman, Padang Pariaman, and Agam regencies, are using rivers as latrines, while also using them for bathing and washing. Access to clean drinking water is also a major priority. 

SD Indonesia is collaborating with Australian organization Skyjuice Foundation (www.skyjuice.com.au) to construct water sanitation units in devastated villages near Padang. Each unit is capable of producing 500 litres of drinking water per hour and will provide much needed relief for some of the many thousands of people left homeless in these regions. 

Based on the SD Indonesia team’s extensive consultation and collaboration, the following locations were identified as requiring sanitation facilities:
1. Korong Padang Karambia, Dusun Sungai Baru. Contact person: Syahrial (previously village head in the region).
2. Korong Padang Olo, Dusun Pagatian. Contact person as above.
3. Korong Lohong, Dusun Padang Kabau. Contact person as above.
4. Tiku Kubu Anau Dusun Dua. Contact person: Abu Dzar.
5. Parit Malintang, Korong Padang Toboh. Contact person: Desi.
SD Indonesia prioritized location no. 1 and 4. (Please note: SD Indonesia has also been advised today that Skyjuice will donate a 3rd Skyhydrant, therefore we are in the process of identifying a third appropriate location). 
The official emergency phase of the West Sumatra earthquake response will end on 1 November; this is essentially for legal purposes, so that the response strategy can move into the early recovery phase. SD Indonesia is scheduled to install its water purification units in 3 locations in the region; the project will begin on 27 October 2009. An SD Indonesia representative will fly to Padang to meet Larry James from Skjuice Foundation, who will supervise the installation of the units. 

Challenges: 
1. The lack of skills / expertise of local partners in assessing the field situation immediately after the earthquake. To address this challenge, SD Indonesia has attended regular briefings and updates with UN OCHA in regards to the situation on the ground, including priority areas and needs. SD Indonesia has also established a new network of partners and volunteers in Padang and continues to liaise with local and international NGOs/partners to ensure effectiveness, efficiency and relevance of SD Indonesia’s programs. The SD Indonesia team has been in close communication with Terre des Homes Netherlands and Germany, P2M, Indonesian Farmer Association, PBHI, Oxfam, UNICEF and other organizations within the Lumbung Derma Network.
2. The high cost and difficulty of transportation to some of the most affected regions.
3. The difference in objectives of the teams at the Sekolah Alam base camp (in which SD Indonesia is working). Each group or team focuses on its respective goals and there is little collaboration. SD Indonesia is addressing this challenge through sharing secondary data to support the achievement of each team’s goals

Recommendations for SD INDONESIA in addressing emergency response challenges in future:
1. SD I Indonesia to set up a special emergency response team; members to be carefully selected, ready to be mobilized immediately in the event of an emergency. A national network of emergency response personnel and relevant organization contacts (NGOs etc) will be formulated into a database that can be accessed in future events.  
2. To formulate Standard Operating Procedure  for The Emergency Response Team of SD Indonesia that will serve as a manual to run field operation

With full support from the Mc Kingley family, SD Indonesia hosted a charity concert on 9 October 2009. The net proceeds of the concert were  Rp 10,359,000. 
The cost to SD Indonesia of installing the three Skyhydrants will be approximately Rp 37,500,000 (approximately USD 4,000) taking into account all the required material and expertise.  
Additional donations will go to providing further relief materials to SD Indonesia projects activities in West Sumatra and West Java.
$5 can provide a child with a school kit so s/he can restart education. This is a crucial aspect of the earthquake relief efforts.

$25 can provide kitchen equipment so that families can cook and feed themselves.   

$80 can provide a tent to house a family of four. Approximately 200,000 homes in the Padang area were severely or moderately damaged
SD Indonesia - West Java earthquake – update
Total amount of donation for West Java earthquake as at 21 Oct 2009 is Rp 36,058,750. 
Subud Japan via SD Indonesia has contributed USD 2,765 (Rp 26,958,750). 
Other donors include Jasmin Webb, Pak Anwar, Ibu Hadiati, Bp Kuswanda, Ibu Siti Ismana Tsujimura, Hendi, Luqman Mc Kingley, Raymond Lee, Ibu Bastian, and Leonard & indra van Hien (in-kind donation).
SD Indonesia has used the funds as follows:

· Provision of relief to the earthquake victims in Garut and the surrounding areas (Rp 5,369,000)

· Construction of water containers at Cikelet, Garut, (Rp 8,500,000) - 6 Oct 2009 
· Trauma release sessions at Tasikmalaya (Rp 4,000,000) - 30 September- 2 Oct 2009

· Construction of a 2-room latrine at Cikelet, Garut (Rp 18,618,970). 
A small deficit in relief funds (Rp 429,220) was covered by the proceeds of the Charity concert.

Further program recommendations in West Java:
SD Indonesia is currently assessing the need to implement trauma release programs in Garut, West Java (SD Indonesia has already successfully organized these programs in Tasikmalaya). Such programs would require approximately Rp 7,000,000 including supervision costs. SD Indonesia has yet to find sponsor to fund this project.
In the meantime, a request to build water containers and latrines has been proposed by residents of Leuwipari, Sagara, the sub-district of Cibalong, Garut. Further assessment need to be made before SD Indonesia’s decision whether to approve or not.
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
