(a) The problem/situation that your project is trying to address: Our project is about education: reaching effectively a wide audience by presenting an innovative, yet ancient, way to pass on relevant messages on all sort of sensitive issues: through puppetry one can say everything, one can give expression to hidden fears and feelings, understanding can be opened up, giving way to a real change of perceptions.

The Mission of your organization: Empowering individuals and communities to engage in positive human, social exchange, while raising the awareness about sensitive issues.

(c) There are two types of beneficiaries: one is: teachers, educators, social workers, health workers: by learning from us how to build/make simple but effective puppets,  they will have an important tool which they will be able to use year after year, in their class or in their communities or in hospitals. For every workshop two puppeteers can take on groups of up to 20/25 people. The other type is children themselves, who by participating to our workshop will have opportunity to use puppetry as a tool of self expression, creativity, freedom from taboos and repression .In each workshop two puppeteers can work with groups of up to 25 children.
(d) Main activities of your project in 2008: February: Participation to a conference in Bosnia demonstrating Puppetry as a tool for Non Violent Communication. August: Participation to the AIDS 2008 conference in Mexico City, demonstrating the power of puppetry in prevention against AIDS. October: participation to the Multicultural Festival in Brisbane (Australia), and one week long workshops for pupils at the Milperra School for refugees’ children, and workshops for teachers at the same school. November: Workshops for health workers from African countries, in Israel.
